[the case carries on for another three sides (m120d, m121, m121d) so I’ll just give the sense of Richard Pearle’s case – the images of these membranes are below which you can look at as an exercise].

Membrane 120d:
..as of fee of and in one main house [“capital messuage”] of Callow manor with 200 acres of land, 30 acres of meadow, 100 acres of pasture. The tenants and farmers of all those lands had, from time immemorial, the right to collect annually 12 cartloads of branchwood and the tops of oak and other trees from Haywood for their fuel needs and they could pay from time to time for sufficient wood for the repair and making of their hedges. These rights within Haywood for Callow manor extended from the highway by Bycklers Bridge up to Colstey Gate. By virtue of these rights Richard Pearle took one of those two cartloads [see above] of wood for fuel for the house there and the other for the repair and making of hedges for which wood he has license to cut and carry off. Furthermore, from time immemorial the lands of Callow have attached to them right of common pasture for their cattle and sheep in Haywood as well as pigs and piglets. Richard also says these rights allow him can bring his horses, bullocks, cows and sheep  into Haywood. He says he has a license for all this and places this evidence before the court. As for two other cartloads [in lines 58, 59 of m120 above he denies taking 494 out of 500 so he is here accounting for six cartloads of which he has already answered for two in respect of his holding his lands in Callow] he says he holds a house and a virgate of land (~30 acres) in Dewsall and as with Callow he says that from time immemorial the people of Dewsall have similar rights (12 cartloads of woods, common pasture etc) in Haywood. For Dewsall the rights in Haywood extend from Colstey Gate (above) to a place in Dewsall called Holts Gate [see lines 52, 53 m120d]. Again, as with Callow, Richard accounts for his second two cartloads for the fuel needs of the Dewsall house and the hedging requirement of the Dewsall land he holds. His Dewsall lands also have pasture rights as for Callow, above, including pannage (not mentioned for Callow) of which the scribe dips into English “vocat mast time”.  For pannage in the Dewsall section of Haywood Richard says he pays 1d for piglets ages half to one year and 2d for pigs aged one year and above [see lines 69 - 74 m120d]. 
See membrane 121.. For the final two cartloads of the six above, Richard says he holds a house and a virgate of land in Allensmore whose lands have attached to them, time out of mind,  the same rights in Haywood as for lands in Callow and Dewsall above. For Allesmore the rights to Haywood extend from a place called ‘Plaugeat’ [Plough Gate?] up to the kings highway to the city of Hereford [see lines 17, 18 m121]. As with his Callow and Dewsall lands Richards uses a cartload for fuel for the house and another for hedging. He also pays for pannage for pigs at the same rate as for Dewsall. 
Richard continues to argue the above case in membranes 121d and finally in membrane 122 the crown accepts that he has no case to answer.
