Notes: Following the battle of Mortimers Cross (1471) Edward Mortimer was finally confirmed king Edward the 4th which meant that his extensive North Herefordshire estates based around Wigmore and its castle were then managed by the crown bureaucracy. This account, 46 years after the battle, is one of many which gives some insight into the way the forests, chases and parks of the Mortimer estates were managed. For Gatley park at this time, Edward Croft was both parker and accountant. Here, he is explaining to the crown auditor why many expected items of income were not forthcoming. A common term is ‘attachment’ for which there is no precise modern equivalent but means that your possessions are forfeit following a misdemeanour until you pay some standard fine. For parks and forests this typically involved turning animals onto the park/forest/wood without permission or at the wrong time of year or taking wood without permission. Pannage is the autumn feeding of pigs on acorns/beech nuts etc in woodland. Freemen of the manor paid pannage whereas bondmen paid ‘wormtak’ a term particular to Wales and the March. Of particular interest are the wood names defining the south boundary of Gatley park which clearly extends into what is now the Croft Estate including Lyngham Vallet (south and east of Croft Ambrey) and Bircher Vallet. Vallet means a regularly coppiced wood so this latter is very likely to be Bircher Coppice which the Forestry Commission seems determined, according to the current Forest Design Plan, along the adjacent Oaker Coppice, to remove from the Ancient Woodland Inventory so as keep it in conifers for the next 100 years.
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
